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Year 1

Year 2 have been learning all about Hamza Yassin, a
wildlife cameraman and TV presenter who was born in
Sudan and moved to the UK when he was eight years
old. They found out that even though Hamza only knew
a few English words at first, he worked hard and
followed his passion for animals and nature. The
children enjoyed discovering how he became famous for
his wildlife documentaries and as the star of Ranger
Hamza on CBeebies. 

In Year 1, we have been learning about two inspiring
figures from history: Mary Seacole and Florence
Nightingale. The children have discovered how these
incredible women made a difference by caring for
soldiers during times of war. We explored their bravery,
compassion, and determination to help others, even in
challenging circumstances. The children compared their
stories, learning about the challenges Mary Seacole
faced as a woman of colour and how Florence
Nightingale revolutionized nursing. It’s been fascinating
to see their impact on history and how their legacy
continues today. 

In Magnolia class, we have been exploring life in the
1990s as part of our current topic. We’ve learned about
the popular toys children played with during that
decade, the fashion trends that defined the era, and the
music that shaped the cultural landscape. One highlight
of our learning was discovering the pop group S Club 7
and their hit song Reach for the Stars, which we enjoyed
listening to and discussing as a class.
